

     The Meadows, COUNCIL OF CO-OWNERS
POLICY RESOLUTION NO. 10-47
(Rules Regarding the Use of Recording Devices at Open Session of Board Meetings)


WHEREAS, the Condominium Act allows unit owners to record meetings of the Board of Directors, but also allows the Board to adopt rules regarding the recordation of meetings.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board adopts the following rules:

   
Any Unit Owner (including designees and representatives) who wishes to record any portion of an open session of a meeting of the Board of Directors must notify the Board in advance.  The Board will designate a place for the placement of the equipment.  


Except as stated above, it shall be a violation of the rules for anyone to record any portion of any meeting of the Board of Directors.  This rule shall apply to all meetings of committees as well.  No portion of any closed session may be recorded.  Prior to closed session, any person in attendance who has previously been recording the open session shall be obligated to turn off the recording device and place it in front of the Secretary until the end of the closed session (or when that person exits the meeting.)


The Board reserves its own right to record open sessions as well.  If it does so, it shall keep the recording for at least two years.
